Compressing air increases air pressure and the amount of energy stored in it. This stored energy can be put to practical use to make things move. This is called pneumatics. The energy in the compressed air can be used to do work, such as making a piston move.

• flexible, efficient and safe
• do not create sparks
• leaks are not messy

A frame is a 3-D structure with thin, rigid components 
which usually has an outer covering. Frame structures can be strengthened by adding diagonal struts to create triangular shapes.

Force and friction
Simple machines: wheel and axle, lever, inclined plane, pulley, screw, wedge
Compound machines use a combination of simple machines.
Models: cardboard models can be improved by using folding, 
joining and strengthening techniques.

	Architecture

Architecture over time: prehistoric, ancient Egyptian, classical, gothic, baroque, early industrial, modernist, postmodern, sustainable. Greek.
Columns:
The entablature is the wide, horizontal block above the columns. It 
comprises the lintel, which helps to support the roof; the frieze, which often provided decoration or a series of scenes; and the cornice, which 
separated the entablature from the pediment.
Different features are used to support a framework and increase the 
strength of a structure. Triangular shapes, columns, overlapping brickwork.
