	All children should bring a drink, preferably water (no fizzy drinks) in a named plastic bottle.
All children will be provided with two snacks and a carton of milk each day. Fresh water is also available to children at all times.
Children attending the morning session should order a school meal via Arbour or bring their packed lunch. 
Arbour details will be issued the term before a child starts.
	
	Each child starting at the Nursery will be appointed a member of staff who will be their key person. They will be responsible for observing and assessing, meeting with parents, helping settle the child into nursery, and will take a lead in implementing and monitoring targets on any IEP’s and play a key role in identification, assessment and care of the child.
The key person will liaise with parents/carers, the manager and outside agencies when necessary and they will be there for advice and support for the parents/carers.
	
	Please note we are unable to reapply sun cream throughout the day, please apply all-day suncream before your session.
We will adjust our provision when it is hot to ensure children's safety.

	Parents will be invited to open sessions/stay and plays throughout the year where parents can discuss their child’s learning and development and next steps, whilst also enjoying playing in nursery with them.
Parents and carers are also encouraged to contribute to their child’s learning on Class dojo.
	
	There is a quiet area where we put sleep mats and sheets/blankets.
