This booklet contains the new grammar and punctuation that your child will be learning about during their time in Year 2. We hope it will be useful in helping you, as a parent, to support your child with their learning. 

Adjective – A word that modifies a noun. Adjectives describes a quality of a person, place, or thing. For example, in the sentence "The tiny red book is on the table," red and tiny are both adjectives.
Adverb – A word that describes a verb, adjective, or another adverb. Adverbs often ends in "ly." In the sentence "The girl speedily climbed the stairs," the word speedily is an adverb.
Apostrophe – A punctuation mark used to show where letters are missing in spelling e.g. Don’t and to show that something belongs to someone else e.g. The girl’s name was Mary. 
Comma – A punctuation mark used to separate items in a list (at this stage this is all the children need to know about commas) e.g. At the shops I brought an apple, a pear and a banana. 

Compound – A compound word contains at least two words e.g. blackbird, bookshop.
Noun – A word that names a person, place, thing, feeling, idea, or act e.g. boy, London, table. 

Suffix – A suffix is an ‘ending’, used at the end of one word to turn it into another word e.g. call – called
Tense (past and present) – The past tense is used to talk about something that has happened e.g. I went, He saw. The present tense is used to talk about something that is happening now e.g. I am, He can.
Types of sentence – Your child will learn about 4 types of sentence: 
You are my friend. [statement]
Are you my friend? [question] 
Be my friend! [command] 
What a good friend you are! [exclamation] 

Verb - A word that often names an action but can also describe feelings or states e.g. The bird pecks the apple and eats it. The bird is happy. 
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
