Supporting your child with grammar and punctuation in Year 3
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This booklet contains the new grammar and punctuation that your child will be learning about during their time in Year 3. We hope it will be useful in helping you, as a parent, to support your child with their learning. 

Clause – A clause is a special type of phrase which contains a verb. A clause can sometimes be a complete sentence. It may be a main clause (independent) or subordinate clause (dependent). 
Conjunction – A conjunction links two words or phrases together. There are two main types of conjunctions: co-ordinating conjunctions (e.g. and) which link two words or phrases together as an equal pair, and subordinating conjunctions (e.g. when) which introduce a subordinate clause.
Consonant – The consonants in the English alphabet are: b, c, d, f, g, h, j, k, l, m, n, p, q, r, s, t, v, w, x, y, z.
Direct speech – The reporting of speech by repeating the actual words of a speaker e.g. ‘I'm going,’ she said.
Inverted commas – A punctuation mark (“ “) which goes around direct speech. Also called speech marks.   
Prefix – A prefix is added at the beginning of a word in order to turn it into another word. e.g. overtake, disappear 
Preposition – A preposition links a following noun, pronoun or noun phrase to some other word in the sentence. Prepositions often describe locations or directions, but can describe other things, such as relations of time e.g. I haven’t seen my dog since this morning.  
Subordinate clause – A clause which is subordinate to some other part of the same sentence is a subordinate clause e.g. in The apple that I ate was sour, the clause that I ate is subordinate to apple (which it modifies).
Vowel – The vowels in the English alphabet are: a, e, i, o, u. 
Word family – The words in a word family are normally related to each other by a combination of morphology, grammar and meaning e.g. extend – extent – extensive. 
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
