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This booklet contains the new grammar and punctuation that your child will be learning about during their time in Year 6. We hope it will be useful in helping you, as a parent, to support your child with their learning. 
Active and passive– An active verb has its usual pattern of subject and object (in contrast with the passive) e.g. 
Active: The school arranged a visit. 
Passive: A visit was arranged by the school.
Antonym – Words that have opposite meanings e.g. hot – cold, light – dark. 
Colon – A punctuation mark (:) used to precede a list of items, a quotation, or an expansion or explanation.
Ellipsis – Ellipsis is the omission of a word or phrase which is expected and predictable e.g. Frankie waved to Ivana and she watched her drive away. It can also be used to add suspense to the end of a piece of writing e.g. What happened next left us both shocked… 
Hyphen – A punctuation mark (-) used to join words to indicate that they have a combined meaning or that they are linked in the grammar of a sentence (as in a pick-me-up, rock-forming minerals ); to indicate the division of a word at the end of a line or to indicate a missing element (as in short- and long-term ).
Object – An object is normally a noun, pronoun or noun phrase that comes straight after the verb, and shows what the verb is acting upon e.g. Year 2 designed puppets. [noun acting as object] I like that. [pronoun acting as object]
Semi-colon – A punctuation mark (;) indicating a pause, typically between two main clauses, that is more pronounced than that indicated by a comma.
Subject – The subject of a verb is normally the noun, noun phrase or pronoun that names the ‘do-er’ or ‘be-er’ e.g. Rula’s mother went out. That is uncertain. The children will study the animals. Will the children study the animals?
Synonym – Words that have the same, or similar, meaning e.g. talk – speak; elderly – old.   
Verb tenses – as well as the simple versions of verb tenses, your child will also encounter the progressive, perfect and perfect progressive forms of each tense as follows:
Present tenses: 
Simple Present: this describes events which happen often e.g. I bake, We bake, He/She/It bakes, They bake, You bake (singular and plural) etc.
Present Progressive or Continuous: this describes events which are happening right now in the present moment e.g. I am baking, You are baking (singular and plural), They are baking etc.
Present Perfect: this describes events which started in the past and continued up until now e.g. I have baked, We have baked, etc.
Present Perfect Progressive or Continuous: describes events which started  at some point in the past that may not be finished, e.g. I have been baking, She has been baking, etc.
Past tenses:
Simple Past: this describes events which happened at a specific time, but are now complete, e.g. I baked, You baked (singular and plural), He/She/It baked, etc.

Past Progressive or Continuous: this describes events which happened in the past, over a period of time, e.g. I was baking, We were baking etc.

Past Perfect: this describes completed events of the past which happened before another action took place, e.g. I had baked, They had baked, etc.

Past Perfect Progressive or Continuous: this describes actions that were in progress before some other actions and continued until that time, e.g. I had been baking, You had been baking, etc.

Future tenses:
Simple Future: this describes events which will take place, e.g. I will bake, They will bake, etc.

Future Progressive or Continuous: this describes events which will take place, over time, e.g. I will be baking, We will be baking, etc.

Future Perfect: this describes events which will be finished before another action takes place, e.g. I will have baked, We will have baked, etc.

Future Perfect Progressive or Continuous: this describes events which will have taken place for some time and not yet be finished, e.g. I will have been baking, They will have been baking, etc.
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
